School Renovations

Alanson recently underwent construction to generally improve the school. The total cost of these renovations was $369,000. Improvements included restoration of the front of the high school, adding new sidewalks and parking, and repaving around the gymnasium and dumpsters, as well as installing new carpeting, trim, and tiles near the entrances, in addition to new ceiling tiles in the cafeteria.
 Sprucing up the school was a main point of concern, as well as the dead points in the gym floor needing to be cleaned up. The new sidewalks and pavement have reduced the intake of dirt into the school, thus increasing the longevity of the carpets within the school.
Security features were also increased in order to provide extra protection to the students and staff members. The improvements have reduced the accessibility to the school for other individuals while trying to maintain a friendly and secure atmosphere. Parents will now need to check into the school before entering through the high school’s main entrance. These changes are designed to improve aspects of safety for everybody in the school.

The deadlines were the most stressful aspect of the project for school superintendent Jeffery Liedel, “because you count on one group finishing before the other and if they don’t it causes a snowball effect.” Once the bonds passed, designing began and was later completed in January. Construction is mostly finished and the remaining work is anticipated to end in October. For the sake of staff and students, work will take place during the weekends and after school in an effort to avoid disrupting everyday school procedures.
